DEVON REX ADULT

 CC & BOB MURPHY’S CH KALTES RHAPSODY INBLUE (33a 16) F 

18.08.08 

A sweet blue girl of 2½ years.  Typical “pixie” head, a short broad wedge with a short 

nose, definite whisker break and strong muzzle.  High cheek bones.  Flat skull, 

rounded forehead and good stop in profile.  Level bite and shallow chin that could be 

a fraction stronger.  Large ears with a broad base & rounded tips, set low & wide 

apart.  Large eyes of oval shape set wide apart.  Elegant neck & quite muscular body 

of medium build and length with long slender limbs and small oval paws.  Long tail 

well-covered with wavy but not very short fur.  Rexed all over, short soft coat with 

ripples on the body that can be felt.  A gentle girl if a little shy.

 WARRENER’S CH PERIBROOK DEEDEE OFREXIRU (33a 36) F 12.08.05 

A mature black smoke girl of 5½ years though she looks young for her age.  Head a 

short broad wedge with high cheek bones & a short nose.  Flat skull & rounded 

forehead, reasonable stop in profile.  Bite a little messy & deep chin that could be a 

fraction stronger.  Large ears with a broad base & rounded tips though they could be 

set wider apart.  Elegant body of medium build though I would prefer more muscle 

tone.  Slender limbs & long tapering tail.  Quite short coat on the body with good 

ripples but a little untidy.  The fur on her tail could be shorter and she was fluffing it 

up which didn’t help!  A shy girl though not a problem to handle. 

 

KORAT ADULT 

BOB WILKINSON’S GR CH THEOAKS MILDRED (34) F 15.04.06 

A vocal girl of nearly 2 years with a gentle nature.  Heart-shaped head with good 

width between & across the eyes tapering to a rounded muzzle.  Large flat forehead, 

slight stop in profile, good chin and level bite with lovely teeth.  Well-set moderately 

large ears and large well open green eyes showing a slant when partially closed.  

Muscular semi-cobby body with elegant limbs & small oval paws.  Tapering tail of 

medium length but it could be heavier at the base.  Close-lying single coat of an even 

blue colour.  Good silver tipping on the head and limbs but I would prefer a little 

more on the body.  Shown in lovely condition. 

 

THAI BLUE POINT/THAI LILAC ADULT

 IC & BOB JEFFERS’S JENANCA CLARISSA (34 40/2) F 13.02.08 Thai Blue 

Point  

A well-grown very cuddly girl of 3 years.  Heart-shaped head & rounded muzzle.  

Slight stop in profile plus a small nose bump.  Good chin & level bite.  Well-set 

moderately large ears and large eyes held wide open though they could be a deeper 

blue in colour.  Muscular semi-cobby body with limbs to balance.  Tapering tail of 

medium length, quite heavy at the base & showing some faint rings.  Her coat is not 

quite single as some undercoat is present but does lie close.  Blue-grey point with 

silver tipping, some body shading but there is contrast with the points.  A gentle girl 

who was nicely presented and shown in lovely condition. 
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SNOWSHOE ADULT ASSESSMENT 

MERIT AWARDED TO: 

RAMSDEN’S ADECISH SNOWSHOO IDRIS (83w) M 15.03.10 Seal Point 

A well-grown young man with an outgoing nature.  Masculine head, a broad wedge 

with slightly rounded contours.  Profile a little straight.  Rounded muzzle, shallow 

chin & level bite.  Medium large, well-set ears with a broad base.  Medium eyes set 

on a slant though they could be of a deeper blue and more expressive.  Muscular body 

of medium size & bone, good weight for his size.  Limbs to balance & oval paws.  

Long slightly tapering tail to balance.  Moderately short coat with a resilient texture, 

some undercoat but lies close though not smooth & glossy.  Good pattern, nice 

balanced inverted white “V” on the face though coloured chin.  Seal brown points of 

the same shade.  Beige body colour with light shading to tone with the points.  

Excellent temperament and condition.  A nice example of the breed & I was happy to 

award the Merit. 

SOUTHALL’S COLDENUFFORSNOW FOX (83w) F 23.05.10 Seal Point 

A shy girl, only just adult and needs to mature.  Head of medium size with slightly 

rounded contours.  Slight curve to the profile, level bite but her chin could be a little 

stronger.  Medium ears with a broad base & rounded tips.  Good blue eye colour but 

she was tending to round her eyes when out.  Body of medium size & bone & well-

grown for her age.  Limbs to balance and oval paws.  Moderately long & slightly 

tapering tail, medium thick at the base.  Moderately short coat with a resilient texture, 

lies close & slightly glossy.  Minimal undercoat.  Good show pattern, white inverted 

“V” & chin, white mittens and boots.  Well-developed seal brown points for her age, 

beige body colour with minimal shading to tone with the points.  Shown in lovely 

condition.  Very sweet in her pen but not showing to her advantage when out. 

 

SNOWSHOE KITTEN ASSESSMENT 

MERIT AWARDED TO: 

SOUTHALL’S COLDENUFFORSNOW GAIETY (83aw) F 01.11.10 Blue Point 

A very sweet baby girl with lots of confidence.  Broad wedge of medium size with 

slightly rounded contours.  Slight slope to the profile, level bite and OK chin.  

Moderately large ears with a broad base, held correctly when she relaxes.  Pale blue 

eyes of medium size & walnut shape.  Very well grown body of medium build.  

Limbs to balance & oval paws.  Moderately long tail, medium thick at the base and 

slightly tapering.  Soft kitteny coat but appears to be developing well.  Good show 

pattern.  Well-matched feet markings though wearing long boots.  Bluish-grey points 

developing showing some leg bars and tail rings, paler body colour.  Shown in 

excellent condition.  A delightful kitten that shows promise and a pleasure to judge.

A very well-grown young man of not yet 12 months, strong & muscular yet elegant 

too.  Head a moderate wedge with rounded contours & broad rounded muzzle.  Good 

nose break in profile, deep chin that could be a fraction stronger & level bite.  Large 

well-set ears and large expressive eyes.  Muscular body with limbs to balance & long 

bushy tail.  Silky coat of a lovely rich overall colour with black ticking developing on 

a bright apricot base.  Good black heels, faint broken double necklet and black tip to 

the tail.  A super boy & a pleasure to judge.

 WILSON’S MONTANTE TANZANIA (66a) M Blue Colourpointed Ragdoll 

A well-grown boy of not yet 2 years with a powerful body.  Broad masculine head 

with a well-developed muzzle.  Medium length nose with a slight dip in profile.  Deep 

chin & level bite.  Medium ears set wide apart & deep blue eyes that are set a little 

deep.  Long muscular body with a short neck & broad chest.  Strong limbs of medium 

length & long bushy tail.  Large round feet with very long toe tufts.  Dense silky coat 

of medium length with a ruff & knickerbockers.  Pale body colour & well-matched 

points of an attractive blue-grey colour.  Shown in lovely condition.

Broad head with rounded contours & 

rounded cheeks.  Well-set ears of medium size.  Pale green eyes that are rather 

rounded.  Well-grown body with strong bone, broad chest and strong neck.  Strong 

limbs to balance and long well-furnished tail.  Lovely plushy coat though it could be 

softer of a seal brown with slightly darker points.  Shown in excellent condition with a 

super temperament and a pleasure to judge.

Tabby & White Maine Coon 

A young girl of 1½ years who was not as heavy as expected though she has good bone 

development.  Broad head of medium length with uniform width to the nose & square 

muzzle that could be a little broader.  Shallow concave curve to the profile & deep 

chin.  Tall ears with large tufts & inner feathering.  Large expressive eyes.  

Rectangular body with limbs to balance and long tail.  Rich overall coat colouration, a 

mixture of tortie & classic tabby with white on her feet, chest & tummy as required.  

She was a little tense but not a problem to handle.

A mature lady of 7 years with lovely strong bone and of an excellent size & weight.  

Broad head with a round skull & full cheeks.  Medium length nose with a slight dip in 

profile & rounded chin.  Medium ears set wide apart and almost round, deep blue 

eyes.  Long muscular body with thickset limbs and a bushy tail.  Silken coat, pale 

body colour & blue-grey points with a full mask.  Good pure white feet markings.  

Excellent condition & temperament, a super girl.

An imposing boy of nearly 6 years with a very gentle manner.  Broad masculine head 

with a flat plane between the ears.  Full cheeks & well-developed muzzle.  Nose of 

medium length with a slight dip in profile.  Medium ears set wide apart and 

expressive eyes set wide apart though they could be of a deeper blue and he has a 

little staining under one eye.  Long muscular body with limbs of medium length & 

bushy tail that could be a fraction longer.  Blue-grey points plus a white inverted “V” 

on the face.  Pale body colour and white limbs & underparts.  Coat of medium length, 

dense and very soft.

A well-grown young man of 7 months.  Broad head of medium length with uniform 

width to the nose & a square muzzle.  High cheek bones.  Shallow concave curve to 

the profile, deep chin and level bite.  Tall tufted ears and expressive eyes of good 

shape & set.  Long rectangular body, strong limbs with good bone development and 

very long tail.  Coat length developing, black classic tabby markings on a pale copper 

agouti base though he is a little solid down his back as yet.  White on his feet, chest & 

tummy.  A confident young man who was easy to handle.

Bicoloured Ragdoll 

A very sweet young boy of only 5 months.  Head developing, his ears are a little large 

and are set a little close as yet.  Rounded muzzle but his cheeks need to fill out.  

Medium length nose with a slight dip in profile.  Expressive eye of a good blue 

colour, well-opened and set wide apart and very slightly oblique.  Long body with 

limbs to balance & long tail.  Coat developing, soft & silky.  Pale body colour with 

some white on his back.  White inverted “V” on the face and white underparts.  Blue-

grey points developing.  Shown in lovely condition and easy to handle.

Colourpointed Ragdoll 

A pretty girl of 6 months.  Head developing, rounded muzzle, medium length nose 

and slight dip in profile.  Medium ears set quite wide apart and wide open deep blue 

eyes.  Very well-grown, strong muscular body with limbs to balance and long tail, the 

bushiness developing.  Dense silky coat with a pale body colour and blue-grey points.  

Super condition and temperament.

A well-grown girl of 8 months.  Head of medium length with uniform width to the 

nose though her muzzle could be broader.  Shallow concave curve to the profile.  

Reasonably large ears with large tufts & slight inner feathering.  Large expressive 

eyes, the colour developing.  Long rectangular body & long tail.  Silky coat, the 

length developing with the beginnings of a ruff.  Classic tabby pattern overlaid with 

shades of cream on a silvery-white agouti base.

Head of medium length with a well-

placed nasal bridge but her muzzle could be broader and her nose tapers a little.  Tall 

ears with red tufts & large expressive eyes.  Good body shape, long & rectangular 

with a lovely long tail to balance.  Silky coat of a shorter length at present with a 

slight ruff.  Rich overall colour and classic tabby pattern overlaid with shades of red 

though I feel she would benefit from a little more preparation.

 LAMB’S MAUNARCH PHAROH OF RAMAH (78 30) M Egyptian Mau 

A mature boy of 3½ years of a lovely rich overall colour.  Head a slightly rounded 

wedge of medium length with a rounded muzzle that flows into the contours of his 

head.  Almost parallel nose.  Medium ears set wide apart & gooseberry green eyes set 

straight under a level brow.  Strong muscular body with limbs to balance & good tail.  

Short close-lying coat with well spaced spots on a golden agouti base.  A gentle 

fellow but he preferred the security of his pen.

 BROOK’S SUNTOUCHED THEODORIC (76 30) M Brown Spotted Bengal 

A strong masculine boy of 1½ years who wasn’t very keen on his neighbour.  Head a 

medium wedge longer than it is wide with rounded contours, large nose & rounded 

muzzle.  Medium ears set wide apart and expressive eyes.  Muscular body with limbs 

& tail to balance.  Short soft coat with distinct arrowhead spots with a dark outline on 

a golden base.

Silver Burmilla 

A mature boy of 3½ years with a super temperament.  Head a quite short wedge with 

good width at the cheek bones and a blunt muzzle.  Good nose break in profile.  Well-

set moderately large ears and large deep green eyes.  Strong muscular body with 

limbs & tail to balance.  Dense coat that could be closer lying but with even blue 

shading on a silvery white base.  Shown in excellent condition and very easy to 

handle.

A very elegant fellow of 2 years.  Head a medium wedge with a definite whisker 

break and pronounced whisker pads.  Very slight stop in profile & shallow chin.  

Large ears set at a slight angle & large lemon-shaped eyes.  Strong muscular body 

with a rounded abdomen & chest.  Slender limbs and long fine tail.  Slight down on 

the body, slightly thicker down on his nose & the back of his ears.  Shown in lovely 

condition and easy to handle.

A mature girl of 5 years.  Head a broad wedge though her nose is a little long.  Flat 

skull, rounded forehead and OK stop in profile.  Large ears with a broad base but they 

could be set a little lower.  Large expressive eyes.  Long neck & muscular body of 

medium length with elegant limbs and long tail.  Well-covered with a soft dense coat 

but loosely waved.  She was OK to handle but eager to get back to the food in her 

pen!
